STEP I: UNINSTALL EXISTING GRIP
MODULE & REMOVE TRIGGER MECHANISM

FROM EXISTING GRIP MODULE

Remove grip module and trigger mechanism per firearm
user manual.

STEP 2 REMOVE SAFETY SELECTOR
STOP (OPTIONAL)

If the SL Grip Module is to be used with a safe/semi
firearm, proceed to Step 3.

If the SL Grip Module is to be used with a select-fire
firearm, continue reading.

To use the SL Grip Module with a select-fire firearm, the
safety/selector lever stop between the "safe" and
“full-auto" positions must be permanently removed by a
qualified armorer or gunsmith to allow the use of the
third position.

Removal of the safety/selector lever stop is correctly
accomplished by careful milling, grinding, and/or filing to
remove material. As measured from the top of the
safety/selector lever stop to the safety/selector lever detent
bearing surface, 0.075" of material must be removed.

Check work by (1) ensuring that the removal area is
flush with the safety/selector lever detent bearing
surface and (2) that the removal area has a smooth
surface finish and does not impede the safety/selector
lever detent.

Note: When moving the safety/selector lever from "semi" to
"full-auto" additional will be exf . This is
by design and is to minimize the inadvertent selection of the
third position.

STEP 3: INSTALL SAFETY/SELECTOR
AND TRIGGER MECHANISM INTO

SL GRIP MODULE

(A) Seat the trigger mechanism in the SL Grip Module,
ensuring that the safety/selector lever axle holes line up
in both the SL Grip Module and the trigger mechanism.
(B) With the safety/selector lever at the 12 o’clock
position, insert the safety/selector lever axle into the axle
holes. Overcome spring pressure from the safety/selec-
tor lever detent and rotate the safety/selector lever
clockwise into the “safe” position.

STEP 4: POSITION SL GRIP MODULE

Ensuring that the selector is in the “"safe" position,
depress the hammer until it it clicks into the cocked
position. Position the SL Grip Module at an angle,
placing the ears of the grip module over the semi shelf.
Maintaining engagement with the semi shelf, pivot the
rear of the Grip Module up until it meets the receiver.
Apply forward pressure to ensure that the SL Grip
Module is fully seated against the semi shelf.

STEP 5: COMPELTE INSTALLATION

(A) Line up the locking push pin holes in the SL Grip
Module with the locking push pin holes in the backplate
and receiver. (B) Insert the locking push pin until locked
into place.

DO NOT force the locking push pin holes in the SL Grip
Module, backpl: and iver into ali if they are
grossly misaligned. Remove the SL Grip Module, reference
“Step 3: Position SL Grip Module,” and reii ing that
the front of the SL Grip Module is fully engaged with the
semi shelf.

STEP 6: VERIFY INSTALLATION

Perform final inspection including function check per
firearm user manual to verify proper weapon function.

Always test fire your weapon before using it in an operational
environment.
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
